Senator
Riegsecker has helped to implement health insurance benefits,
training for direct support professionals, and funding for home and
community based services for disabled individuals. He has served
as a State Senator since 1989. On October 4, 2007 he received the
Lifetime Achievement Award from Arc of Indiana, the state’s
leading advocacy organization for people with developmental
disabilities and their families.
