St. Marcellus Celebration, Oct. 30 and 31: Dr. Mary Jo Leddy will 
speak on “Jesus and the Power of Peace,” Friday, Oct. 30, 7:30 pm 
at Holy Cross College Chapel in South Bend as part of the 4th 
annual St. Marcellus Celebration.  Marcellus was a third century 
Christian who was martyred because he refused to continue to 
fight in the Roman army.  His relics are preserved under the altar 
of the Basilica at Notre Dame.  Other St. Marcellus day activities 
include a 2 pm pilgrimage to the basilica, visitation of the relics, a 
celebration with music and testimonies from contemporary 
conscientious objectors at Holy Cross College Auditorium at 5 

pm, and a 6:15 soup supper.  On Saturday, Leddy will lead a 9 am to 
3 pm workshop on “Christian Spirituality and Discipleship in the 
Heart of Empire” at Little Flower Catholic Church.  Registration for 
the workshop is required.  Leddy is a scholar, professor and activist 
who lives and works with refuges in Toronto.  More details at 
www.cpnv.net.  The St. Marcellus Celebration is sponsored by the 
Center for Peace and Nonviolence of St. Joseph County. 

 
Dr. Lenora Hirschler to Offer Health Presentations at 

Wawaka Church of the Brethren 
Beginning Sunday, October 25 at 5:00 p.m. Dr. Lenora Hisrschler will 
offer a series of monthly health presentations at the Wawaka church 
of the Brethren. 
 

The October 25th topic is Preventive Care.  Some of the health 
concerns to be considered at this meeting are screenings for cancer, 
testing for bone density, lifestyle changes, vaccinations, etc. 
 

Dr. Hirschler offers this time of information sharing to help persons 
share and learn from each other and to take a more proactive role in 
their own health.  There is no charge for the meetings and everyone 
is invited to come and learn. She invites persons to ask questions.  
Refreshments will be served following each meeting. 
 

Dr. Hirschler is a family physician who works for Parkview in 
Ligonier and attends the Wawaka church. She graduated from 
Indiana University School of Medicine in 2002 and Family Medicine 
Residency in Tacoma, WA in 2005. 
 

Future dates and topics include: 
November 22nd:  Tobacco dependence, why it’s “time to quit,” some 
advice on quitting.  Participants are invited to share their stories and 
give each other helpful suggestions. 
December 20th:  High blood pressure and how to prevent or treat it.  
Dr. Hirschler believes this is the number one medical diagnosis in 
this country. Blood pressures will be taken at this meeting. 
 

All meetings begin at 5:00 p.m. at Wawaka Church of the Brethren.
