UPDATE ON WATER SYSTEM GOING TO HAITI  
The donated water treatment system sent by Arctic Clear Products, 
Inc, is being used in Haiti .   We are nearly completed with 
construction of temporary shelters for most of the Delmas 3 CoB in 
Haiti .  For the next year while they work to develop a plan they will 
live in these simple structures on land we have rented.  Our plan is 
to use the filtration system there for now.  We are looking for land to 
build some volunteer housing, and more temporary shelters.  When 
the volunteer village is set up (I am 80% confident we will move this 
direction), we will likely move the filt er to that location for the long 
term.  As you can imagine, things are quite fluid and water needs 
are everywhere, so it is also possible the filter will eventually land in 
other areas if the need is greater.  They will continue to keep us 
updated.
