Elkhart General Hospital provides Meals on Wheels  to many of 
our community's elderly and homebound citizens. The Meals on 
Wheels program depends on volunteers to prepare and deliver 
meals. 
 
At this time the program is in urgent need of drivers who are willing 
to set aside an hour or two of their time to provide not only a hot 
meal, but also much needed daily social contact to our homebound 
clients. The hospital provides all Meals on Wheels volunteers with a 
coupon for $4.50 off a meal in the EGH cafeteria or deli. We do have 
substitute drivers available to allow our volunteers time off. 
 
Volunteers do not have to commit to drive a route every week. Even 
if you can only drive a route once a month, we still need your help.
