A special thank you to the Creekside Women's
Fellowship for allowing Worship Team to display
what they have been doing for many months.

During the month of June the
chancel worship table will have
finished adult comforters,
1 : finished children's comforters

and a sample health kit they
have been making. There are
usually 7 to 8 women who meet
every first Wednesday morning
of each month and make

approximately 4 comforters each meeting. Their
project this year was to assist people in Haiti
and succeeded in putting

together over 40 individual
health kits that were sent to Heal h@HMI<1tS

Haiti via MCC. They also sent
5 twin size comforters to Haiti.

In addition, comforters are taken to various places
locally such as The Window in Goshen, Salvation
Army, Women's Shelter, the Babe's Store, Women
and Children's Center in Nappanee and Hannah's
House in Mishawaka.

They also give baby size comforters to our members
who have babies or grandchildren. If they are
aware of someone in need of a comforter, they will
give one to them.
