Camp is currently using a borrowed food trailer and 
feeding campers in a large tent outside of Quinter-Miller. 
 
Camp goes through about 300 cookies a day - using the stoves in the 
food trailer has not worked well - so anyone wanting to bake 
cookies for campers is encouraged to call camp and let them know 
how you can help.  Congregations should schedule with camp on 
when to deliver cookies due to limited storage at camp. (Please 
package and label cookies in batches of about 100.)  Please contact 
camp at 574-658-4831 or Beth Sollenberger-Morphew at 574-534-
8565. 
 
It will be a while before there is actual construction work to be 
done, and at that time camp staff will announce what help they will 
need. Thank you for the outpouring of prayers and support.
