6) Youth related violence in South Bend is a growing concern for our 
community.  In a violence saturated culture, young people need 
alternative responses.  The Center for Peace and Nonviolence of 
Michiana sees training and education in conflict resolution and 
nonviolence as part of its mission. This fall CPNV is collaborating 
with Project Impact, an outreach program of Ardmore-Lasalle 
Church of Christ, to mentor youth in alternative strategies to 
violence. Agape-Satyagraha, the curriculum they will use, is a 
Church of the Brethren leadership training program for youth that 
teaches skills for conflict resolution and social change based on the 
nonviolent teachings of Jesus and Gandhi.  Adult volunteers coach 
youth (ages 11-18) through five levels of skills training, using 
individualized techniques that allow youth to pace themselves 
through each level.  If you would like to assist youth in acquiring 
skills for conflict resolution while refreshing your own skills, please 
contact Danile Martens at john-martens@sbcglobal.net or 574 257-
1433. FYI: A training for mentors is tentatively scheduled for either 
Saturday, August 21 or 28.  Weekly classes will begin in September.
