UPDATE ON MARGARET RISDEN rSome of you may not be aware
that my sister was diagnosed with a rare aggressive small cell cancer in her
stomach on her 71% birthday in July. She was also told that the lymphoma
has returned in her bone marrow. Since then she has begun
chemotherapy, and while she seems to be handling the effects that pretty
well she continues to experience severe internal blood loss and
dehydration. Until yesterday she was able to remain in her apartment at
Greencroft and prepare easy meals for herself with the help of a daily meal
from Meals on Wheels.

We had an appointment with the oncologist yesterday, and he quickly
determined that she needs to be in a nursing facility since she again was
low on blood and oxygen after having her last blood transfusion only 2 %
weeks ago. He admitted her to Goshen Hospital for 3 days or so in order
to allow her be transferred to a healthcare facility, hopefully it will be
Greencroft. In the past few days she was finding it more and more difficult
to eat and keep up with her medications. Coming out to my car yesterday
with the aid of a walker left her short of breath.

Dr. Kio said that her stay in the nursing home will be at least 4 weeks. |
guess at that point we will have to evaluate her situation depending on
how she responds to the better care she will receive than what she is able
to do for herself. In the meantime, | will also be taking her cat home to
stay with me and my own cat, at least temporarily, perhaps permanently.
